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Surveys consistently indicate
that Republican presidential
candidate Dr. Ron Paul
unfailingly draws admiration
and support for his libertarian
stances which most identify
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does not have a chance at
winning. But the public has
learned to be increasingly
wary of mainstream media
thinking itself piously the sole
“king maker” among a well
healed den of thieves.

During debates, this character
assassination has taken the
form of the nature of the
questions asked of Dr. Paul: discursive interrogations intended to make him look silly, and the length of the
questioning which has been intentionally truncated to marginalize the “funny little man” in the corner. The press
deludes itself as being free and fair when they control the timing and the content of questions whose outcomes are
intended to delegitimize Ron Paul as a serious candidate. Perhaps they are not so free from their corporate owners’
agendas that are more about power than truth, but clearly are free to think themselves entitled to decide who citizens
ought to agree with. Ordinary citizens agree with a man who looks like them - not polished liars of both right and
left in the form of celebrity politicians with a “sexy” look parroting deadly logic; failed rationales they themselves
do not live under. This reality, of being defined by third parties pretending to be rational — fair and balanced, that Dr.
Paul is a passing quaint relic of the past, has sensitized Dr. Paul to being the object of derision; or the target
representing libertarians who object to the war making of the prison and military industrial complexes. Ron Paul
justifiably complains of the situation of an elitist “pretend me” press, but he is arguably correct in rejecting an arena
where he could become a theatrical joke created by another. In this case Donald Trump who fancies himself a “king
maker.” That is why Dr. Paul rejected the invitation to a debate moderated by Donald Trump; a man with a veiled
motive perhaps in favor of another candidate eager to play his role in a staged debate of wise man versus a silly one?

We live in an age of reality television, a theatre production where celebrity status is the end game of media personas
traveling in the guise of news anchors and political aspirants — not the welfare of the village. Even a “pretend me”
self made entrepreneur now makes more money as a television celebrity than an actual creator of authentic wealth in
the form of an engineered idea or product. Donald Trump has made more money by “pushing” his own celebrity
image as A me r i bosinésssguru — b u t he really is nothing but a
confidence —a con man — a carnival barker thinking himself qualified to be a king maker. Now we have to hear this
carnival barker, a porcine strutting imbecile, a man that never had a callous on his hands fromaday’ s ho
slanders Dr. Paul by referring to him as a “clown,” a man who has earned his credentials in life, then truly the basis
of our leadership problem is prostrated for the rational and ethical to suffer under: that America is plagued by
disturbed psychologies of celebrities all pounding the table for recognition and conferral of power to captain the
corporatist state. Now that seems humorous coming from a vain man who like a clown wears a 1970s outdated wig
uponhisbhaldpalate, and can’t qui te s e e mLlLikemostadunlis,laguntedichildpaading
for what passes as an independent man, someone who depends upon inherited money and power — so he has no
understanding of reality that most wrestle with. He is a case study in egomania — an empowered mentality of an
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ethically unproductive man - the problem with US politics. A n d s thistleadership problem that makes for a weak

people. Yet a strong peopl e donmheitlives) anctoht isavhasindepemdeny man di
strong people identify with. What we need as a leader is a wise old man tempered by experience, or a youthful

idealist — not vain, old, angry men that the world is full of. In this case, someone who has been nursed by poisons of

entitlement from the bosom of the lap of usurious luxury now thinks himself entitled to anoint a president.

Despite the character assassinations by a deluded press thinking itself entitled to determine who the American

people believe in, or a grown, spoiled child who as an adult has become rather porcine in his physical and mental

forms lecturing - denigrating a working man, most working people know that elites controlling government are

fearful of change — a change in their status of being demoted by the citizenry. The American peopled on’ t want t h
press picking candidates, nor do they believe in a grotesque television character laughing at a man they identify

with. They identify with Ron Paul becausNemdieevarsnos peaki n
more war on drugs without rational thought, and no more deporting the manufacturing base off-shore to other

oppressed, anti-freedom societies — oppressive ideologies of state harnessing capitalist companies that function on

humanity as the key ingredient fueling the machinery of state. Yet these machines require fodder educated into a

condition of believing compliance; and that is what people are becoming awakened too — that they are merely the

drones that labor on supporting a failed economic system full of promise yet devoid of ethics in fertilizing the poor.

Why is the status quo, the established press and business icons so against Libertarians? Why do they ridicule those
who would defend their right to publish any point of view? The old definition of a conservative was not one of being
a non-rational religious fanatic, a patriotic fascist, or a mindless drone believing in the crimes of corporate America,
but the idea that one believed in personal liberty — believed in the ability to think and s p e a k miodrwihous fear;
to be safe in their papers and personal effects — a constitutional right. Yet most are cautious now in speaking their
objections of governance without ethical regard for those that suffer under its tyranny; they fear the mind
manipulators of state that “play with” the social psychology of society by trying to control the interpretation of what
information the public sees and hear — and hence thinks and feels. Putin in Russia has created a corporatist state
where the party controls the instruments of state. Russia is managed by a group of puppet masters. But despite
denials by the press, the US also has its own puppetry form in the institutionalization of a duopoly between
democrats and republicans that kills-off any third or tenth party movement. America is held hostage by this status
quo enforced by technocrats that commit constitutional violations in the name of those rights as the primary business
of the surveillance state. If one liberally speaks too much their alienation, then the surveillances of Homeland
Security come to investigate and perhaps criminally charge what is labeled a potential radical - a terrorist threat. The
business of the courts is to protect the machinery of state; they sanctify the weight of the state crushing liberty into
the cracks of unregulated life from whence are birthed the radicals from its rich, yet poisonous excrements.

Yet Libertarians as a collective ideology have one primary belief — that the US has become a technocratic police
state wherein every sphere of social life is regulated into a state of paralysis. Libertarians are true patriots that are
interested in protectingt he nat i ethey ae againstecangdast war making without congressional approval.
They are neutralists who see that position as more beneficial to society than in wars of economic interventions that
breed reactive anger against US society. Yet deadly egoism reigns supreme when George Bush set new standards,
precedents of war as a hormal state of things, and now we hear talk of Obama contemplating war with Iran as a
means of retaining power. Surveys and history indicate Americans prefer peace to war, and the arrogance of an
imperial Caesar playing war will be rejected by the citizenry; but still, power centers will ignore that sentiment
because they know also the people are loyal to the failures of their leaders.

But with ever creeping unemployment and poverty, how patient will be the public under the vice grips of the police
state corralling them into a state of paranoiac distrust of government? Why should people vote to support a “rigged”
system? The “haves and the have nots” it has been said of rich and poor, but now we have an Orwellian,
technocratic state, a new constituent group before Congress “milking” the powerless into a state of inescapable
poverty; slaves of state without employment, education and health coverage supporting “deadbeat” politicians and
technocrats with salaries, health coverage and retirement income paid for by the “have nots.” How long can this
condition prevail before people become radicalized to the idea of freedom? And that is what the police state fears -
an awakening by the citizens growing out and beyond their control — a revolution — like what we see and hear in
most parts of the world. Elites fear the mob at their doors rioting for bread and games, because they know that they
may not be so inoculated against rebellion with an accounting from them for manufacturing large scale misery.
