Like a calculating machine, government collects statistics documenting its own delusional, misguided
beliefs in monolithic regulatory life, yet are criminal acts of negligence and abuse against powerless
citizens — then laments, or with glee announces the results; findings twisted in the public arena of deadly
politics. Unfortunately, the construction of the American gulag has been put together like an assembly
line weaving its way through family and school netting and tagging its victims for life. And so like a
scarlet letter, just about all have a criminal record of sorts, records that reveal not violent murdering

America is the greatest violator human rights when she incarcerates her
own people for moral crimes like drugs; makes war as a reactive policy; and tortures labeled terrorist
suspects. | t ' s a type of soci absessipnsmthcdrugs;sthough eight outaf tea
adults are on pharmaceuticals. And now, elites have passed legislation allowing the government to violate
her tattered, soiled constitution with no credibility by locking-up indefinitely her own citizens suspected
of being international or domestic terrorist; a law that denies due process in the public eye to determine
guilt. So innocent until proven guilty is another bold face lie! Perhaps citizens need to abandon this fascist
enterprise and émigré to other parts of the world.
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Americans love competition; and she has out excelled her rivalsin i b e i n g omudnituiéding the
largest, sophisticated prison-industrial complex in the world. Apparently the business of moral
entrepreneurism is a bonanza for a privatized, for profit industry in need of citizens stripped of their
human rights to serve as prisoners. This industrial gulag is an antiseptic institution where criminality is
grown along with pathological behaviors such as rape and murder. If a citizen is wrongfully committed,
their chances of survival are nil. Apparently the careers of prosecuting attorneys is more important than
the truth; and the truth is judicial misconduct by prosecutors is the norm. And so, since like minded
professionals write the rules of conduct, strangely no official is ever punished for obstructing justice; no
official ever goes to jail —to a system they helped grow.

America is a nation that creates crime by her policies of making war upon everything — especially her
own people! President Bill Clinton, in the name of controlling crime, gleefully points out his achievement
of placing one hundred fifty thousand new police on the streets to control crime, but it really was an act
that empowered and grew the American gulag system to a point of no return. It was a criminal act against
the American people in need of educational and medical institutions as a means of civilizing the public —
not a prison industrial complex bent of sadistic means of behavioral and attitudinal compliance to beliefs
without merit. However, though Clinton claims to be a friend of the black man, his policy largely targeted
blacks. But southerners and Clinton is one, have always felt obliged in the name of goodness to help their
Negro friends by disciplining them with a bible and a jail cell. But be it a school house, or a jail house, all
these policies control the public by being interrelated — starting with the building block of society — the
family. Recently North Carolina became the first state out of three dozen to pay for eugenics victims that
were involuntarily sterilized; strangely all Negros —African Americans. Three dozen states had official
eugenics policy as welfare policy that sterilized women labeled morally deviant, or stupid; and now, the
snatching of children with economic incentives provided by the federal government, as is the case in
South Dakota, are policies that are reflective of a society that is hateful of itself — ashamed of what are
labeled sins —now psychological behavioral problems. And so theses anxieties are projected outward onto
the weakest — those without money or viewed as biological threats in need of eugenically inspired
intervention to help purify human impulses labeled bad.

The truth is, most attitudes are created by alienating polices targeting people for no real rational reason;
most her prisoners are created by a reactive phobia to substance usages; usages that are manifestations of
people trying to escape to happiness unavailable in a modern world; a world defined by a love of money
gone awry. The prohibition on drugs; is a destructive policy that could be ameliorated by economic
legalization of drugs, educational information as to the physical consequences of addiction, and medical
institutions to treat addiction. Credible and rational groups of professionals doctors, economist, social
scientist, and political activist have formally endorsed the lifting of prohibition on drugs. The medical
community is tired of plants with multiple medicinal properties being exorcised from the pharmacopeia of
medicines; the economist are tired of the social cost of criminalizing a plants, a policy which is the
excrement of poisons that gives rise to gangsters; social scientists are tired of a policy that brutalizes
citizens while growing the largest prison-industrial complex among all societies; and political activist like
Libertarians are tired of the idea of liberty being assaulted, battered, then locked-up.

Deluded and crooked educated elites and their attitudes control the machinery of state paranoically bent
on incarcerating anything that |l ooks and acts <co
beliefs. Yet nothing changes, because reactive ignorance rules her politics controlled by the few over the
many that reflect her Puritan roots of who is entitled to legally steal; and accountants and lawyers
strangely seem to be the authors. Incarceration always seems to be the myopic solution to problems
artificially created by bad policy; policies which have ruined the nation, and have destroyed her practice
of her own constitutional rights. She has become a nation that preaches her moral position on human
rights, but violates those rights as a matter of normal business. Remember - as a paranoid nation
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suppressing her own criminal acts, she always projects those feelings, those accusations onto other
nations as culprits when she ought to look at herself as a primary offender of human rights. Since we live
in a bureaucratic world of human management, in order to bring order to the underground gangster
economy, the black markets, we ought to listen to economists who argue of legalized markets, doctors
who argue for medical treatment of addictions, teachers who believe in information to make informed
choices, and libertarians who argue for the diminishment of the police state and its assaults of
constitutional rights — all rational informed citizens and professionals. Many states have decriminalized
cannabis, yet still we see militarist czars making war on democratically passed legislation — usurping the
will of the people? If professionals and most citizens believe in lifting drug prohibition — then why do
oppressive federal policies never change in an era demanding change? Because we are enslaved to a
technocratic machine that uses the bill of rights to defend its own bureaucracies as a constituency group,
while assaulting and robbing its own citizens of those rights! They are —the fuel of the machines.
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
